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#05 Puente Salgina_ Rroserr MaiLtarr

En el cantdn suizo de Grisones se encuentra el puente sobre el barranco de
Salgina. De arco triarticulado y hormigén armado, es caracteristico del estilo
desarrollado por el ingeniero Robert Maillart, innovador en su época, que
resulta inconfundible por su ligereza y simplicidad. La plataforma del tablero
mide tan solo 3 metros de anchura pues Salgina nacié de un concurso de mi-
nimo coste y se construyd con el objeto de servir de unién entre las dos partes
de un camino rural entre los Alpes. Salgina bridge_ Rosert MaILLART. The
bridge over the Salgina gorge is located in the Swiss canton of Grisons. With
a three-hinged arch and reinforced concrete, it is characteristic of the style
developed by engineer Robert Maillart, innovator in his time, which is unmis-
takeable due to its lightness and simplicity. The deck platform of the bridge is
only 3 metres wide cause Salgina was the result of a minimum budget tender
and it was built to serve as a link between the two parts of a small rural track
within the Alps.
