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La instalacién Magic Carpet, de Churtichaga + Quadra-
Salcedo Arquitectos, se integra en la operacién que el
gurd de la inmobiliaria neoyorquina Yong Woo ha disefiado
para convertir el Pier 57 en el SuperPier: un gran centro
metropolitano de ocio y cultura junto al rio Hudson y que
incluird, entre otros eventos, el Festival de Cine de Tribeca.
El proyecto organiza miles de metros cuadrados sobre

la idea de los «Incuboxes», desarrollada por el estudio
LOT-EK para ofrecer versatilidad al programa, con la
reutilizacién como préctica sostenible y como

memoria del lugar.

Como avance de lo que va a suceder, el Pier 57 viene
alojando una serie de eventos y tiendas pop-up montadas
sobre el concepto container, y ahora, ademés, propone
esta instalacion temporal en la que los arquitectos, sobre
un inmenso grafiti, han suspendido 36 contenedores
reformados para formar un excitante techo de metal
oxidado a mas de tres metros del suelo.
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The installation Magic Carpet, by Churtichaga + Quadra-
Salcedo Arquitects, is integrated in the operation that New
York real estate guru Yong Woo has designed in order to
convert Pier 57 into the SuperPier: a large metropolitan
centre for leisure and culture alongside the Hudson river
and that will include, among other events, the

Tribeca Film Festival.

The project arranges thousands of square metres around
the idea of “Incuboxes”, developed by the LOT-EK
studio to offer the programme versatility, with re-use as a
sustainable practise and as a memory of the space.

As a preview of things to come, Pier 57 is housing a series
of events and pop-up shops set up on the container
concept, and now, also, is home to this temporary
exhibition in which architects, above a large amount of
graffiti, have suspended 36 refurbished containers to
create an exciting rusty metal roof more than

three metres from the ground.
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
